On 11 June 1944 deployed reveled itself the following enemy situation:

In the landing beachhead between Orne and Vire opponent has revealed opponent through feeding
one new artillery column (probably American XIX). With 2 Paratroop Divisions, 3 Tank Divisions
and 30 Infantry Divisions Strengthened with the intention of connecting the beachheads with St.
Mere Eglise to create. Carentan, arrived the only a bigger street this

area this in east west correct convenient, is from there of decide meaning for the

opponent. The city had to in at the afternoon of the 11.6. After heavy fights with Americans of the
101 Airborne Division from the drop 6™ Fallschirmjiger Regiment because of the lack of
ammunition they withdrew from Carentan.

In early the morning hours of the 12,6. became area Montmartin enemy-free announced. Against
15.00 o'clock of stronger hostilely. Attack with tank support on Montmartin, which was lost
temporary and was again taken at 02.00 o'clock of the 13,6.

Graigne became at the 11.6. 2330 hours taken. If was cleaned out during the course of the night of
11/12 June 1944.

In the morning hours of the June 12 the [I/37 tried to marched north on Carentan, but had to turn

around (because the Le Port des Planques Bridge had been destroyed June 9, 1944) and point
towards Meautis at 05.00 o'clock.
