He had taken careful no te  of t h e i r  names, and s e r i a l  numbers, and 
s t a t e d  too, t h a t  each one was i d e n t i f i e d  i n  t h e  cemetery by h i s  respect ive  
iden t i f i ca t io r?  tag .  ( l t r .  4 ) .  ;ir. Gi.UT!:Z gave t h i s  inv-e t iga tor ,  a s  
evidence, a copy o f  t h e  records  of h i s  organizat ion made a t  t h e  time of 
t h e  first exhurnt;tion and re-burial.  Ile f u r t h e r  s t a t e d  t h a t  the para- 
t roopers  were k i l l e d  i n  combat. 

Sauveur l e  Vimmte subs tan t i a t ed  
t h e  account given by Lr. SAUTdE, ( I t r .  6) and s t a t e d  Pa r the r  t h a t  there  
a r e  no bodies of h m r i c a n  s o l d i e r s  buried i n  h i s  commune today. 

The four th  s o l d i e r  buried by W. GAUT:<E on 8 June 1941+, Pfc. Roy 
K. I*.EIS?E, was k i l l e d  i n  t h e  c i t y ,  at  some d i s t ance  feom t h e  three in 
question.
