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RECORD OF ACTION ON LT CAPFA, CO "B

Dreopping at approximately 0208 on D-Day I landed near the center of ST
SAUVEUR LE VICOMTE. Failing to find any of my sélck before daylight I was
ferced to hide. With the help of the kind French my chute was buried and I
hid in the upstairs of a bieycle shop. They fed me for about five days until
they evacuated the town. Groups of the epemy were alwagys in my vicinity making
it difficult to leave the tomn. I remsined in the tewn until the Americans
crossed the DOUVE RIVER. The altitude we jumped from seemed high (around 600 ft)
and we were fired upen coming down. Enemy activity in the town was much without
heavy armer., The treeps did not seem first line. French counted 153 paratreepers
prisoners breught through the town,

RECORD OF ACTICN OF LT CAPPA, CO "B®
(From July 2nd to July Sth)

On ths afternecn of 2 July 1944 at 1400 1t Capps amd his platcen left Bn area
sad atteshed to 505 Inf. Upom arrival at 505 Inf 1t Capps was assigned the missiem
of sweeping rcads for mines and elearing obstaeles to VARENQUEBEC, FRARCE. A t this
time Lt Cappa assigned Cpl Smith and 3 men to Co B, 505 Inf, to meutralise bridge
already prepared for demelition, alsc sweep for mines. With imfantry swpport they
completed their missiom.

"~ At 0600 It Cappa and his platoom left to sweep roads in the 505 sector. At
0730 1t Cappa's jeep with supplies was hit and blewn up by &%mm shell. This delayed
the movement wntil 1100 at which time Ii Cappa received a resupply from the rear are:
This was done under heavy shell fire. Ko one was hurt during tbe imeident. At 1430
It Cappa and his platoem reached VARENQUEBEC, This was done under comstant shellimg,
Frem VARENQUEBEC the platoen went Northwest and swept for mimes umtil 1700. At 1900
the platoom preceedsd to comtimme to sweep for mines West om the Northwest road umtil
215, Thea moved into biveuae for the night.

At OLCO July Atk Lt Cappa dmd his platoom moved out attached to lst Ba of 505
for an attask Sewth. This missien was to syeep roads which started at 0845 follewin
the attaek, 0930 Lt Cppa and his platoom returned to Bm CP after being turned back
by small arms and heavy artillery fire. At 1030 the platoem attempted this missiom
once more. Missien completed this time up to the poimt where roads were unpasssble.
At this poimt the platoom ren into artillery fire causing ome casmalty., lissien was
cempleted and the platoor returned to biveuse area.

At 1256 July 5th the platoon was relieved fr 505 Inf and returned to 307 BEmgr C
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
