Gach spent 12 days trapped in Normandy after their June
6 jump.

They couldn't move at all because a German unit was just
yards away. The only way to get water was to lick the
dew from the blades of grass in the morning. They only
had enough rations for a few days.

When found they were sent to a hospital due to
malnutrition due to lack of food and water.

After the war in the late 1940s out in LA Ted Gach saw
someone wearing a jacket that looked like the one the
pilot who flew the plane that night in Normandy.

Ted walked up and asked his name. It turned out it was
the very same pilot who mis-dropped them miles short
of their drop zone. Ted wanted to punch his lights out

but the people with Ted kept him from hitting the pilot.
